A Welcome from Library Director Jeff Scott

Welcome to another digital edition of the Washoe County Library Explorer. As we head into fall, we hope you'll join
us in celebrating Hispanic Heritage Month, Native American Heritage Month, and National Friends of

Libraries Week. We are also very excited to highlight TeenTober, a new, month-long celebration of teen services
from the the Young Adult Library Services Association (YALSA). In preparation, we've developed special teen-
focused virtual programs, and a 100 Books Before Graduation teen reading challenge.

In support of a safe reopening that protects our patrons, staff, and community, library staff continue to provide vital
services such as virtual reference, programming, digital materials, and hold pickup. We have expanded grab-and-
go and drive-up hold pickup services, opened our book drops 24 hours a day, and eliminated fines on overdue
books and materials.

We know that for many of you, the WiFi and computer access provided by the library have been greatly missed.
Looking forward, we will be utilizing CARES Act funding to make Chromebooks available to our patrons, and in preparation we are
increasing access to public Wi-Fi spots.
